
Director-of-Shooting Assistant Archery Tournament Timing Controller or more simply the

D-o-S Assistant
The D-o-S Assistant is a microcomputer based timing controller designed and built by an archer specifically for FITA/NAA tournament timing.  It has been developed to integrate and simplify the Director-of-Shooting‘s time setting and audible signaling tasks during FITA/NAA tournaments.      

BENEFITS of the D-o-S Assistant are:

· The Director-of-Shooting does not have to divide his or her attention between monitoring the shooting activities and the timing-signaling tasks. 

· The D-o-S Assistant easy to setup and use.  Setup the Shooting Line(s) & Time and press the Start Pushbutton; the D-o-S Assistant does the rest, i.e. countdown timing and audible signaling. 

· After the initial setup it is NOT necessary to reset time unless there is a shooting time change or Make-up arrow(s) timing required.

· Tournaments run more quickly.  If the Shooting Line has cleared during the final 60 seconds of the countdown pressing the Start Pushbutton initiates appropriate audible signal 

· 3 signals for the end of a single or the second of 2 shooting lines 

· 2 signals for the end of the first of two shooting lines 

· The Shooting Time is automatically restored after an Emergency Stop and the shooting of the necessary individual (Make-up) arrow(s).

· The Shooting Time is automatically restored after shooting Make-up arrow(s).

A D-o-S Assistant System Options

· Interfaced to an existing light system – 

If your present system consists of a stopwatch, whistle/horn and switch controlled light system; it is usually possible to interface the D-o-S Assistant to the existing light system.  Interfacing to an existing light system will remove the switches, add a horn(s) and synchronize the timing-signaling operation.  
· The D-o-S Assistant + Lights – 

The D-o-S Assistant, two Traffic Light columns (Red, Yellow and Green) Displays with a horn at each of the display positions.

· The D-o-S Assistant + Digital Displays – 

The D-o-S Assistant, two 3 character Digital Displays with a horn at each display position.

OPTIONAL Programming 

· Elimination Round timing, 10-second “Call to the Line,” 2 or 4 minute Shooting Time.

· Team Round timing, 2 minute Shooting Time, no “Call to the Line” time.

· NFAA Timing
